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CHAIR:

Michael welcomed everyone and noted that, of the 35 people who had attended the New York Specialty Group meeting, only seven were at this meeting. It had been hoped that we could make progress in the areas of joint marketing and the preparation and sharing of “Capability Statements”. However, since there was such a thin overlap of attendees, the first part of the meeting was taken up with a review of what had been accomplished in New York and had been hoped to be carried forward at this meeting.
The Group followed up on the previous discussion of opportunities for litigators arising out of the recent credit and financial difficulties. Areas discussed were condominium foreclosures, financial institutions, valuators, lenders and general counsel. 

It was noted that a number of firms had provided “Litigation Guides” as discussed at previous meetings. They have been placed on the TAGLaw website. 

We continued the discussion of Capability Statements which are to demonstrate both to ourselves and to prospective joint clients how the TAGLaw network can bring substantial expertise and assets to such multi-jurisdictional litigation. A number of attendees agreed to prepare and distribute sample Capability Statements for their respective firms
